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. OVERVIEW

o At 8 AM today, the Active Low Pressure Area (ALPA) was estimated
based on satellite and surface data at 760 km east northeast of Virac,
Catanduanes (14.6°N, 132.4°E).

e The ALPA is expected to bring scattered to widespread rains over Bicol
Region, Palawan, Visayas and Western Mindanao.

e Residents living in low lying areas and along mountain slopes are
advised to be on alert for possible occurrence of flashfloods and
landslides.

Il. ACTION/S TAKEN

e NDRRMC Weather Advisory No. 2 for Active Low Pressure Area (ALPA)
was disseminated to all OCD Regions through facsimile and website for further
dissemination to their respective Local Disaster Risk Reduction and
