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1. Grenade Explosion Incident in Zamboanga City

Situation Overview:

e On or about 7:05 AM, 01 July 2013, a grenade explosion incident occurred at
MCLL Highway, Brgy. Tetuan, Zamboanga City involving the service bus of
Philippine Fisheries Development Authority (PFDA)

e |Initial investigation revealed that the PFDA service bus vehicle driven by Jaime
Dela Rosa was taking passengers/employees when the suspect wearing violet
jacket allegedly throws the explosive inside the service bus

e The Incident incurred eleven (11) injured which were rushed to 3 different hospitals
for immediate medical treatment. The names are as follows:
