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I. SITUATION OVERVIEW
NINA has maintained its strength as it continues to move closer to Bicol Region.

o Estimated rainfall amount is from moderate to heavy within its 500 km diameter of the
typhoon.

It is expected to make landfall over Catanduanes this afternoon or evening (Dec. 25).
Sea travel is risky over the seaboards of Luzon and the seaboards of Luzon.

e Storm surge height of up to 2.5 meters is possible over the coastal areas of Camarines
Sur, Camarines Norte, Albay and Catanduanes.
