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I. SITUATION OVERVIEW

Tropical Depression “AURING” continues to move closer towards Surigao Del
Sur.

o Estimated rainfall amount is from moderate to heavy within the 300 km diameter of the
Tropical Depression.

s Residents of areas with TCWS No. 1 and over the rest of Eastern and Central Visayas
are alerted against possible flash floods and landslides.

o Expected to make landfall over Surigao Del Sur between today (evening) until tomorrow
(early morning).

e Fisherfolks and those with small seacrafts are advised not to venture out over the eastern
seaboard Visayas and of Mindanao.

At 10:00 AM today, the center of Tropical Depression (TD) “AURING”
Location of Eye/Center | was estimated based on all available data at 75 km East of Hinatuan,
Surigao del Sur (08.3°N, 127.0 °E).
