Provinces.

Mindanao are alerted against possible flash floods and landslides.

e Expected to make landfall over Surigao Provinces between Sunday evening until Monday
early morning.

e Fisherfolks and those with small seacrafts are advised not to venture out over the eastern
seaboard Visayas and of Mindanao.
