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SITUATION OVERVIEW:

Tropical Storm “JOLINA” has maintained its strength and now poses a threat
in the province of Aurora.

e Estimated rainfall amount is from moderate to heavy within the 400km diameter of
the Tropical Storm.

» Expected to make landfall over Aurora this evening.

e Meanwhile, moderate to occasionally heavy rains is expected over most parts of
Luzon beginning today. Residents in these areas especially those under Tropical
Cyclone Warning Signals 2 and 1 are alerted against possible flashfloods and
landslides.

e Sea travel is risky over the seaboard of Northern Luzon and the eastern seaboards
of Central and Southern Luzon.

o Directed RDRRMCs concerned through the OCD Regional Offices to undertake
precautionary measures in their areas of responsibility (AOR) and subsequently
advised local DRRMCs to initiate pre-emptive evacuation of families in low-lying
areas and mountainous areas if situations warrant
