I. SITUATION OVERVIEW:

Tropical Depression “URDUJA” has slightly changed its course as it continues
to move closer to Sorsogon-Northern Samar Area.

e Estimated rainfall amount is from moderate to heavy within the 400 km diameter of
the Tropical Depression.

e Scattered to widespread rain is expected over Visayas and the regions of Bicol,
Caraga and Northern Mindanao within 24 hours. Residents in these areas are
alerted against possible flashfloods and landslides.

o Fisherfolks and those with small sea crafts are advised not to venture out over the
eastern seaboard of Bicol Region and Eastern Visayasdue to moderate to rough
seas associated with the approaching Tropical Depression.
