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TROPICAL DEPRESSION “FALCON” HAS INTENSIFIED INTO A TROPICAL
STORM AS IT CONTINUES TO MOVE WESTWARD.

e "FALCON" has intensified into a Tropical Storm at 2:00 PM today. The
international name “DANAS” was contributed by the Philippines and means
“to experience and feel”.

» Between today and tomorrow afternoon, moderate to heavy rains will be
experienced over llocos Region, Cordillera Administrative Region, Cagayan
Valley, Nueva Ecija, Aurora, Zambales, Occidental Mindoro, northern Palawan
including Calamian and Cuyo Islands, Aklan, Antique, Capiz, lloilo, and
Guimaras. Meanwhile, light to moderate with at times heavy rains will be
experienced over Metro Manila, CALABARZON, Bicol Region, and the rest of
Visayas, Central Luzon, and MIMAROPA.

e Between tomorrow afternoon and Thursday (18 July) afternoon, moderate
to heavy rains may prevail over llocos Region, Cordillera Administrative Region,
and Cagayan Valley. Meanwhile, light to moderate with at times heavy rains may
prevail over the Metro Manila, Central Luzon, CALABARZON, and MIMAROPA.

¢ Residents in the aforementioned areas, especially those living in areas identified
to be at risk of flooding and landslides, are advised to take precautionary
measures, coordinate with local disaster risk reduction and management offices,
and continue monitoring for updates, especially the Thunderstorm Advisories and
Heavy Rainfall Warnings to be issued by PAGASA Regional Services Divisions.

e Sea travel is risky over the seaboards of areas under TCWS and the eastern
seaboards of Central Luzon, Southern Luzon and Visayas.

» Tropical Cyclone Wind Signal (TCWS) #1 may be raised over the northern
portions of Aurora, Quirino and Nueva Vizcaya and the rest of Abra, Mt. Province
and Ifugao in the succeeding Severe Weather Bulletins.

e This weather disturbance is expected to closely approach or make landfall
over Babuyan-Batanes Islands area tomorrow evening and may exit the
Philippine Area of Responsibility (PAR) on Friday (19 July).
