® The eyewall of Typhoon "Ambo" is bringing violent winds and heavy to
intense rains over the southern Sorsogon and Ticao Island at this time. The eye
of this typhoon may make landfall over the coast of Albay or the northern portion
of Sorsogon in the coming hours.

Heavy Rainfall Outlook:

@ Between tonight and tomorrow (15 May) evening: Moderate to heavy with
at times intense rains over Bicol Region, Quezon, Northern Samar, Marinduque,
Laguna, and Rizal.

® Between tomorrow evening and Saturday (16 May) evening: Moderate to
heavy with at times intense rains over Northern Quezon, Bulacan, Nueva Ecija,
Aurora, Nueva Vizcaya, Quirino, Isabela, Cagayan, ifugao, Mountain Province,
Kalinga, Apayao, and Benguet.

) Residents in these areas are advised to take appropriate measures,
coordinate with local disaster risk reduction and management offices, and
continue monitoring for updates, especially the local rainfall or thunderstorm
advisories and heavy rainfall warnings from PAGASA Regional Services
Divisions (PRSD). Flooding and rain-induced landslides may occur in highly to
very highly susceptible areas during heavy or prolonged rainfall.

Coastal Water Conditions and Storm Surge Information:

e In the next 24 hours, storm surge height of more than 2.0 meters may be
experienced over the coastal areas of Catanduanes, Camarines Sur (north and
east coast), Camarines Norte, and Quezon (coast facing Lamon and Lopez Bays)
and between 1.0 to 2.0 meters over the other coastal areas of Bicol Region,
Quezon, and the coastal areas of Aurora, Samar (west coast), and Northern
Samar (northwestern coast). Along with large swells, this storm surge may
cause potentially life-threatening coastal inundation.
