At 11:20 PM, the center of the eye of Typhoon “ULYSSES” made its second landfall
in the vicinity of Burdeos, Quezon.
12 November 2020

At 1:40 AM, TY “ULYSSES” made its third landfall in the vicinity of General Nakar,
Quezon.

At 4:00 AM, “ULYSSES” moves inland and is now in the vicinity of Southwestern
Nueva Ecija. Destructive winds and heavy to intense with at times torrential rainfall
associated with the region of inner rainbands and eyewall of the typhoon will be experienced
over central and southern portions of Aurora, the northern portion of Quezon including Polillo
Islands, Nueva Ecija, Bulacan, Tarlac, Pampanga, Pangasinan, Zambales, Bataan, Metro
Manila, and Rizal within the next three hours. Moderate to heavy damage to infrastructure
and vegetation is expected.
